ROUTINES AND PROCEDURES AT PAGEWOOD PS — REVISED TERM 4, 2016

All the time
e Students must wear a hat.
No running on hard surfaces: paths, courtyard, hall verandah, class verandah, walkways.
Exception: Students may run on the main basketball court.
No bull rush or similar games.
Out of bounds: Classroom verandah, Bushwalk and behind toilets; path outside new
classroom block; path beside Library and Office; path to back demountable.
e Children are not to get equipment from the sport store.

Balls
e No hard balls such as cricket balls, or bats/racquets to be used.

e Tennis and hand balls can be used anywhere.
e Rugby and soccer balls can be used on the main field.
e On the basketball court, only tennis/hand balls, netballs and basketballs can be used.
e No kicking of balls on hard surfaces.
Morning

e Students sit on the seats under the COLA until the morning bell rings.

Bags are not to be placed inside classrooms, foyers or on verandahs.

Bags must be placed against a wall.

Students play on hard surfaces only, plus on grass between library and hall.

Tennis/hand balls only.

Exception: practising shooting netball/basketball goals. No netball/basketball games to be

played.
e No use of the fixed play equipment.

Recess
e Students sit down to eat from 11.00 to 11.10 then play after the 11.10 bell is rung.
e No use of the fixed play equipment.
e Students may play on the main grass field, around the hall and canteen area, in the
courtyard between library and hall; and on the basketball court.
e Line up immediately when the first bell rings.
e Tues and Thurs: Recess assembly near canteen.

e Students sit in courtyard to eat their lunch for the first 10 minutes.

e Ensure area is clean before dismissing to the grass area.

e Students may play on the main grass field, around the hall and canteen area, in the
courtyard between library and hall; and on the basketball court.

e Fixed play equipment can be used as long as a teacher is assigned a duty there.

Play sensibly and safely at all times.
Children are not permitted to play games which involve rough contact.
No students are permitted inside classrooms unless they are:

- accompanied by a teacher or
- have been given permission by the duty teacher to go and get something.
